FORMS OF COMMUNICATION

Communication is an essential and critical component of a successful chapter and MSS.  In order to run a successful chapter, officers and members must communicate with each other, and the groups that the chapter is working with.  In addition, good communications can help with recruitment and retention of members.

There are many forms of communication available, and each may serve a unique purpose.  (Feel free to add to this list according to what works for your school.)

1.
Newsletters - chapter newsletters, school newsletters, e-Newsletter.  All are excellent sources to tap into for programming events and membership drives.

2.
Journals - Texas Medicine, JAMA, AMNews, etc.  Again, excellent sources of material for recruitment, but also to spur discussion on issues important to students and medicine.

3.
Electronic - list-serve, web page, e-mail.  Electronic communication is the newest form, and probably the most prevalent.  This is a tool chapters can use to keep its members informed of activities, meetings, etc.

4.
Bulletin Boards/Flyers - another excellent tool to get your chapter’s message out.
